Please be sure to put each contestant’s name, phone number and email address if
applicable.

boaters must have proof of Insurance in the amount of $300,000 and a certificate should be mailed in
with your entry form.

Payout will be based on the total weight of your team. Only teams are eligible to receive
compensation from the tourney except the individual winner will win $500. A team can consist of less

than 6 members. Their entry is still $400. Entries for the western regional must be received by me
fore A 1st and E rn entry f r for mber 1st. We will
